UCEDDs

The entities now known as UCEDDs were initially created over four decades ago with the enactment of Public Law 88-164 (1963) to serve people with developmental disabilities. Currently authorized under the Developmental Disabilities Assistance and Bill of Rights Act of 2000 (the DD Act), UCEDDs are now a resource for Americans with a wide range of disabilities. The UCEDDs receive their core funding from the Administration on Developmental Disabilities (ADD) within the US Department of Health and Human Services.

The network has grown to include 67 UCEDDs - at least one in every US state and territory. Each UCEDD is affiliated with a major research university and serves as a resource for all people in the areas of education, research, and service relative to the needs of people with developmental disabilities.

There are 67 grants that establish UCEDDs in every US state and territory

IDHD - The UCEDD for the State of Illinois Mission Statement

The Institute on Disability and Human Development (IDHD), a University Center for Excellence in Developmental Disabilities Education, Research, and Service (UCEDD) is dedicated to promoting the independence, productivity and inclusion of people with disabilities into all aspects of society. The mission is addressed by conducting research and disseminating information about disability to academicians, policymakers, businesses, government agencies, service providers and the general public. The Institute's mission includes providing an extensive array of clinical and community service activities and, through the Department of Disability and Human Development and other academic departments, offering interdisciplinary preservice training. The values of cultural diversity, consumer choice and self-determination are emphasized across the life span in all training, public service, and research activities of the Institute.

Academic Training and Education
Goal One: IDHD will improve the quality of services and effect systems change through interdisciplinary training

The Institute on Disability and Human Development (IDHD) was established on July 1, 1988 at the University of Illinois at Chicago.  IDHD is unique in that it is the only UCEDD within the national network that is also an academic department. 

We offer a Master of Science in Disability and Human Development designed to prepare students for leadership in human services, as well as research and scholarship in the disability field. Specializations include Disability Studies/Social Policy and Rehabilitation Technology. 

Doctoral studies are available through an interdisciplinary PhD program in Disability Studies in the College of Applied Health Sciences. The PhD Program prepares scholars and researchers for leadership roles in the study of disability as a complex phenomenon. It is the first PhD program dedicated to Disability Studies in the United States and one of only a few in the world. 

Since our department and academic programs' inception in 1997 we have grown to 77 graduate students who hail from over 13 countries. They are a diverse group of students with backgrounds from many different disciplines spanning the social sciences, humanities, and health fields. Over one third of the masters and doctoral students have a disability and many others have experience working with people with disabilities. 

The department offers continuing education classes in Assistive Technology and Disability Ethics

The Assistive Technology Certificate Program is designed for working professionals to learn more about the different technology that can help people with disabilities lead more independent lives. There are 27 students enrolled in the program this year. 

The Disability Ethics Certificate Program provides students and professionals with an understanding of the complex issues surrounding disability. This program prepares people to be thoughtful about issues of disability ethics and to be good resources within their work environment.

IDHD/DHD has 24 faculty positions (9 tenure track) and over 140 staff overall. Our faculty and staff come from a wide range of fields, including American studies, anthropology, English, kinesiology, law, medical humanities, occupational therapy, pediatrics, physical therapy, psychiatry, psychology, public health, rehabilitation engineering, social work, sociology, special education, and speech and hearing sciences.
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What Do Students Do After They Graduate?

Our graduates are finding careers ranging from academic appointments in the burgeoning field of Disability Studies (3 tenure track positions), to leadership positions in social service and government agencies (Policy Analyst, AUCD; Assistant Vice President for Development, Easter Seals), to advocacy positions internationally (Development Manager, International Paralympic Committee).

Goal Two:  Enhance the integration of persons with developmental disabilities through model services

The role of model community service activities at IDHD is to impact upon identified needs of children and adults with disabilities in Illinois by providing exemplary direct services. IDHD is physically located in a federally designated “empowerment zone” on the near west side of Chicago.  As a result, the primary natural 'community' to which it relates includes substantial unserved and underserved constituencies.  IDHD continues to focus its direct community services activities through its programs in the Assistive Technology Unit and the Family Clinic.  

The Assistive Technology Unit (ATU)

ATU designs special technology to help people with disabilities to be more independent.

The ATU is a community-based service delivery program that uses 7 Mobile Units to bring evaluation and implementation services to the individual's home, school, work, or recreation setting (over 90% of services are handled in the community). 

In FY 2007, there were 423 people served (53% minorities).

The Family Clinic

In FY 2007 the Family Clinic provided services to 1,163 individuals (61% of minority backgrounds) and more than 13,000 hours of diagnostic and family support services.

In FY 2007, Project TAP (The Autism Project) trained over 30 families in cutting edge strategies to help children with Autism Spectrum Disorders (ASD). Topics and approaches introduced include PECS (Picture Exchange Communication System), ABA (Applied Behavioral Analysis), and TEACCH (structured teaching, and positive behavioral support methods).

An additional 48 Hispanic bilingual children with autism spectrum disorders ages 3-12 and their parents were trained in technology through the use of adapted computers and specialized software programs addressing reading, expressive language, and social skills through Program Avance!.

In January of 2007, the Family Clinic was awarded a grant from the Association of University Centers on Disabilities (AUCD) to develop a Pediatric Medical Unit (PMU).  The Family Clinic will assist the Social Security Administration (SSA) in determining whether or not a child is eligible for Social Security disability benefits by providing expertise to the people that make these decisions. 

The IDHD Family Clinic sponsors a support group for Hispanic families who have children with Autism Spectrum Disorders (ASD). Grupo SALTO meets monthly and offers educational sessions for parents, day care for their children, and a support group for siblings. Grupo SALTO is the largest support group for parents of children with ASD in the Chicago area, with over 150 active members.
Technical Assistance

Goal Three: Improve the quality of services and effect systems change through the provision of technical assistance (information sharing)

In FY 2007:

· The Great Lakes Disability and Business Technical Assistance Centers (DBTAC) provided 12 audio trainings on the ADA reaching over 2,200 people. The Great Lakes ADA Center also provided 69 additional trainings reaching over 3,400 people. 

· In FY 2007, over 130 community education training events were held in Illinois that reached over 5,000 people. 

· Approximately 100 training events were held outside of Illinois (in over 20 different states and nine countries) that reached over 6,000 people.

· Training topics include: advocacy and empowerment, aging, assessment, assistive technology, autism, bereavement, challenging behaviors, cultural competence, dementia, direct support professional issues, disability in the arts, disability studies, ethics, family support, financing DD services, future planning, health promotion, medical issues, occupational therapy, participatory research, sexuality, sibling issues, the ADA, transition, and transportation.

· IDHD worked with the Department of Children and Family Services (DCFS) to provide technical assistance in the development of an online curriculum for foster families and case workers regarding children with developmental disabilities.

· Nine cultural competence workshops were conducted in the Chicago area, reaching 285 individuals, including DSPs, state agency staff from the Bureau of Refugee and Immigrant Services, as well as Division of Rehabilitation Services counselors. In addition, over 800 staff from over 100 agencies across the Midwestern states have been trained in cultural competence. Outcomes include changes in program practices and policies aimed at increased participation and improved outcomes for people of color with disabilities. 

· 44 training events were held related specifically to health and wellness for individuals with developmental disabilities, reaching more than 4,000 individuals. 

Examples of the outcomes of the Great Lakes Disability and Business Technical Assistance Center (DBTAC) are:

· 94% of employers who attended training related to reasonable accommodation report that they have modified/changed their process.

· 83% of individuals and/or family members who have contacted the Center for information and/or assistance report that they have been able to exercise their rights under the ADA.

· 92% of architects served report that they have made changes to the accessibility of a building and/or their practices.

· 88% of Post Secondary Institutions served report that they have modified their web sites to increase accessibility. 

The RRTC on Aging and DD organized the “State of the Science Conference in Aging with Developmental Disabilities: Charting Lifespan Trajectories and Supportive Environments for Healthy Community Living.”  This pre-conference symposium on aging at the American Association on Intellectual and Developmental Disabilities 131st  Annual Meeting presented the current knowledge on the social, environmental, and technological supports needed to promote the health and community participation of adults with intellectual and developmental disabilities across their life course.

In FY 2007, our IDHD Self Advocacy Specialist: 

· provided consultation to advocacy groups across the nation and internationally;

· provided trainings on the “7 habits of highly effective people” and on leadership for Partners in Policymaking, reaching hundreds of advocates;

· helped facilitate a training for the Illinois STARS for the Future series (IDHD also hosted the 8 month STARS training in our building);

· advised AUCD on consumer advisory committee materials; and,

· reviewed federal grant applications for and participated in site reviews for ADD.

Our consumer advisory committee now includes members of People First,   Illinois Voices, and I-SAIL.

The RRTC on Aging with DD began a 2 year participatory engagement with People First of Chicago at El Valor to take and share knowledge consumers, and have them assume control over their participation choices and decision making.

“There are 4 members of my immediate family with physical and mental disabilities and it pleased me that it was so easy to gain assistance in finding facilities where we can easily participate. Two of my sons have been isolated for years because no programs were available for them. Knowing that they will now have a way to participate in the community though severely afflicted with cerebral palsy, developmental delay and epilepsy is an ease to my mind. As a health care provider I will definitely refer to you and use NCPAD.”
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Research and Dissemination

Goal Four:  IDHD will improve the quality of services and effect systems change through research and dissemination

Research

IDHD is housed at a Research I University, thus we place great emphasis on research-oriented activities. IDHD is a nationally recognized research program and we take great pride in our role in facilitating the public policy debate, legislative activity, and advocacy efforts through research and dissemination.

In FY 2007, IDHD:

Sponsored 13 research colloquiums.

Made 195 presentations to local, state, regional, and international audiences. 

Produced 63 publications including 38 journal articles, 1 book, 14 book chapters, and 10 monographs, technical reports or other non-refereed products. 

Faculty and staff were also very visible through other media outlets including National Public Radio's "All Things Considered"; The New York Times, The New York Times Magazine, The Washington Post, and The Chronicle of Higher Education. IDHD staff also appeared on Chicago's ABC news. 

Dissemination

IDHD proudly disseminated numerous newsletters including:

The RRTC on Aging with DD’s the A/DDvantage, which reaches an international mailing list of over 7,000 persons. 

The Great Lakes Chronicle, a monthly publication which reaches over 12,000 persons.  

NCPAD News, the monthly newsletter of NCPAD, the nation's premiere resource for information on physical activity and disability, which reaches over 19,950 persons per month. 

The IDHD newsletter, Alert!, produced two volumes this year - one on family issues and one on graduate education, with a national distribution of more than 4,000 readers.

NCPAD distributed over 230,000 pieces of information on health and health promotion including over 600 exercise videos, over 9,000 fact sheets and monographs, and over 3,900 brochures. 

The NCPAD website averaged over 40,000 visitors per month (over 163,000 pages per month).

The RRTC on Aging and DD maintains a clearinghouse of over 250 resources on aging with DD. Some of these resources are available in Spanish and Japanese. http://www.uic.edu/orgs/rrtcamr/pubslist.html
